EYFS Pre-school Curriculum

At Maidensbridge, the Pre-school Early Years Team deliver an EYFS curriculum through high quality teaching alongside an enriched environment
which grows with the children's needs. Our philosophy is to nurture every child's curiosity and enthusiasm for learning; developing skills, knowledge
and confidence as they take their first steps on their unique journey of lifelong learning.

Development Matters has been used alongside staff professional knowledge to develop our pre-school curriculum and the progression stages for each
term to ensure children are on track before they move to Reception. We acknowledge that every child and every cohort is different and come with
different levels of knowledge and prior experiences to build upon. Not all children will make the same levels of progress, or progress at the same
rates. Our curriculum is therefore flexible and personalised to the individual learners but also includes seasonal and cultural events and reflects the
first stages in a child's curriculum journey at Maidensbridge.

Our curriculum is further enhanced through weekly forest school sessions. Forest School is a holistic approach to learning, and develops skills for
lifelong learning. It can cover all of the six areas of learning, encouraging children to become independent, use their imagination, take appropriate
risks within boundaries and initiate learning for themselves.

Intent

The intent for our children is to enter the Early Years stage of their education ready to embrace new challenges with confidence, resilience and a
positive mindset.

We engage our pupils in a stimulating environment led by the children yet carefully organised and managed by adults.

We provide a curriculum that is responsive to individual starting points and needs.

We encourage our children to take the lead in their own learning with confidence to explore new ideas, think about problems, take risks and seek
challenge.

We develop high levels of engagement, curiosity, collaboration and co-operation.

We build confidence. Ensuring children respect the opinions and values of themselves and others.

Children will:

Explore a range of mark making tools
and make marks on a range of surfaces
e.g. foil, sand, shaving foam, cling film.
Explore painting using brushes of

different thicknesses. Talk about
using thinner ones for adding details
such as facial features and larger ones
for large spaces such as the body of a
person/animal.

Play imaginatively with different small
world toys or in the role play area.
Take part in role play in the home
corner (living room, kitchen, Dolls) and
Santa’'s work shop.

Recrate stories with puppets and
masks - 6ruffalo, Rama and Sita.
Show attention to sounds and music in
the environment.

Learn how to do printing using natural
objects/harvest fruit and veg when
learning about Autumn - leaf printing,
veg and fruit printing. Can they choose
the correct colour?
